English 10A:  Mastery Unit 1

For this unit, you will be demonstrating mastery of skills that you have learned throughout middle school and your freshman year.  You will complete each of the five (5) pieces and submit them all at the same time.  These pieces will be graded individually, but will be measured based on the 3 Focus Correction Areas (FCAs).  If you master the FCAs for the piece and follow all directions, you receive full credit;  if not, you will redo (R) the piece until mastery.  Each (R) deducts three (3) points from your final grade.  

FCAs:

1. Each sentence begins with a capital letter and ends with correct punctuation.

2. Every document is correctly formatted in MLA (appropriate header, title, margins and spacing). 
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Writing assignments:

1. Constructing an appropriate email;

2. Writing professional Thank You Letters;

3. Writing paragraph responses;

4. Writing Book Reviews;

5. Writing method instructions. 

Timeline:
You will have two class periods to work on this (and computers available);  however, you will most likely NOT have time to complete this in class, so plan ahead.  There will be mini-lessons on each assignment throughout the week.  
Grading and Due Date:

The final packet is due on Tuesday, September 12 at the beginning of the hour.  You will NOT have the opportunity to work on a computer during class that day or to go print the paper that day.   Please come TO class with your assignments printed on individual pages and stapled together.  However, should you complete the entire unit early, you are welcome to submit it for review at your own pace.  This packet is worth 50 assessment points.  If you come to class LATE on this date, your final score will automatically have 10 points deducted.  PLAN AHEAD.
Redos:

Any student that does not 100% master the FCAs listed above will be receive an (R) and be expected to redo the ONE piece that wasn’t mastered, reprint the revised piece ONLY, staple it to the top of the packet and resubmit the entire packet.  A zero will be marked in the gradebook until the entire assignment shows mastery.
